o Ethnography as a research method.
He obtained his doctoral degree in 1986 at RAU (now UJ) on informal small-scale craft production
in rural Limpopo.
He subsequently did participant-observation research in rural Tzaneen, focusing on household
dynamics; gender violence; and poverty.
More recently, and closer to Stellenbosch, he looked at the complexity of local development
interventions in the Dwars River Valley.
Hy was al Vise-President van Anthropology Southern Africa; en dien op die redaksionele raad van
die SAVUSA-publikasiereeks van die Vrije Universiteit Amsterdam.
Aan die US, is hy Professor in die Departement Sosiologie en Sosiale Antropologie.
