Admission Requirements — 2021

Requirements for admission to the one-year Honours programme:

A BCom (Actuarial Science) or equivalent degree with Actuarial Science
and Mathematical Statistics as majors;

Passes in university modules equivalent to at least six of the seven
foundation and intermediate technical subjects of the Actuarial Society of
South Africa (or core principles subjects of the Institute and Faculty of
Actuaries); and

Exemptions from (or passes in the profession’s examinations for) at least
five of the foundation technical and intermediate technical examinations of
the Actuarial Society of South Africa (or core principles examinations of the
Institute and Faculty of Actuaries).

Your five subjects must include at least A211 or A213 (CM1).

If you did not complete your bachelor’s degree in the minimum time of three
years, you must have an additional exemption for each additional year.

If you only have 4 exemptions (after a three-year Bachelors) or 5
exemptions (after a four-year Bachelors) you may be considered for an
extended (two-year) honours programme.

It is expected that you should have an average mark for both third year
Actuarial Science and third year Mathematical Statistics of at least 60%.
